MEMORANDUM OF DECISION

(Findings of Facts, Conclusions, and Decision)

l. INTRODUCTION

On September 8, 2008, Jack Daniels, on behalf of Vermont Technical College (“Applicant”) filed
an application for a zoning permit for a project generally described as the construction of a 103-
space parking lot, internal access road and miscellaneous pedestrian and vehicular improvements
next to the Student Health and Physical Education (SHAPE) facility. The subject property is parcel
number 117002 which is 130 acres in size and located on the main campus of Vermont Technical
College. The application was deemed complete pursuant to the Development Review Board
(“Board”) Rules of Procedure Section 301 on September 8, 2008.

Under the Randolph Zoning Regulations (“Regulations”), projects are reviewed based on the site
plan, conditional use and/or any other applicable criteria of the Regulations. Before the
Administrative Officer (“Administrator’’) may grant a permit, the Board must find that the project
complies with all applicable criteria and approve the site plan, the conditional use and/or
provide any other approval, as required.

Also under the Regulations, the Board is authorized to undertake local Act 250 review of Criteria
6, 7 and 10 for all projects that require a new land use permit or an amendment to an existing
land use permit under 10 VSA Chapter 151 (“Act 2507).

Decisions must be stated in the form of Findings of Facts and Conclusions of Law. In rendering

this decision, the Board relied on the following:

1. Sworn testimony presented to and evidence received by the Board during the first and
final public hearing held on September 30, 2008;

2. Documents contained in this application’s file, the Regulations, Town Plan and the Randolph
municipal records.

The Board closed the public hearing on September 30, 2008 and rendered an oral decision in
this matter. This written decision is required pursuant to 24 VSA ch. 36 §1209 and supersedes
the oral decislon.
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. DETERMINATIONS BY THE ADMINISTRATOR

The Administrator has made the following determinations:

l. The subject property is in the Residential and Rural Use-5 acre (RES and RUS, respectively)
Districts. The proposed project is within the RU5 District.

2. As the project is not either a one- or two-family dwelling, site plan approval is required.
3. The proposed project is an accessory use of an existing college. No change to the use is
proposed.

On September 22, 2008, the Administrator referred the application to the Board for review and
approval as determined.

Il. PARTICPANTS

For the purposes of this application, “interested persons” are those who fulfill the requirements
of 24 VSA ch. 117 §4465. The attached Service List for this project includes the Applicant’s
representatives and persons! who participated at the public hearing and/or submitted written
comments on the application.

Participating Board members were John Becker, J. Kenneth Currier, Samuel Lincoln, Christopher
Recchia, Scott Berkey, Krista Rumrill and Joel Tillberg.

V. FINDINGS OF FACTS

The following findings are facts that were enfered into the record for this application and relied
upon by the Board in formulating its conclusions and decisions. While other evidence may have
been or is also entered into the record, if it is not included herein, the Board has determined that
1t is either not relevant evidence or that it is not a fact.

Project Description

1. The applicant has filed an application for the construction of a 103-space parking lot
approximately 260 feet by 130 feet, an internal access road, three (3) accesses from this
new access road into the new parking area, a pedestrian walkway from the new parking lot
to an existing walkway, and other miscellaneous site improvements related to grading and
drainage, The proposed work is shown on Exh. #1. (application and Exh. #1)

2. The parking lot will be used by community members who are on the campus to use the
SHAPE facility and by students. (testimony of ]. Daniels)

3. No changes to the existing use as a college are proposed. (testimony of ]. Daniels)

The proposed use, design and layout meets the provisions of the zoning ordinance, other
regulations and ordinances of the Town and the Town Plan. (SP criterion A)

4, The proposed project is within the RUS District. The minimum lot size for the RUS District is
5 acres. The subject property is 130 acres and the total holdings of the applicant is 450
acres. (Regulations, application and testimony of . Daniels)

5. §5.17.9 provides that parking in connection with a use shall be considered accessory to
such use. Further, it provides that such parking may take place in a required front, side or

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rear yard. Therefore, the development standards for setbacks are not applicable.
(Regulations and application)

6. The proposed project does not involve the construction of any buildings. Therefore, the
development standards for building coverage and required parking are not applicable.
(Regulations and application)

7. There is no clear and unambiguous language in the Town Plan that relates or refers to the
proposed project. (Town Plan)

The proposed use and layout is of such a nature that it will not make vehicular or pedestrian traffic
hazardous when considering turning movements, relationship to intersections, sight distances,
location and access of off-street parking, pedestrian traffic and pedestrian-vehicular contact points.
(SP criterion C)

8. The proposed project includes a new pedestrian walkway from the proposed parking lot
to the SHAPE facility that is ADA compliant. (application)

9. Currently, traffic entering the south campus from South Randolph Road cannot travel to the
main campus parking and facilities utilizing internal roads and vice versa. The proposed
project includes an internal access road that will allow for on-site traffic utilizing either the
main campus or south campus accesses to the entire campus. (Exh. #1)

10.  The proposed internal access road will include five (5) speed humps to control speeding
onit. (Exh. #1)

11.  No changes to the existing accesses to the college from town highways are proposed.
(application)

The proposed use, design and layout is of such a location and in such a size and character that it
will be in harmony with the appropriate and orderly development of the surrounding area. (SP
criterion B)

The proposed height and location of buildings, walls, fences, parking, loading and landscaping will
not interfere with or discourage the appropriate development in adjacent land or unreasonably
affect its use. (SP criterion D)

12.  The surrounding area is a mixture of rural, agricultural, institutional (cemetery) and
residential uses with much open land. (application and Exhs. #3 and 4)

13.  Pursuant to §5.1739, the proposed parking lot is an accessory use to the college. Although
the parking is on the edge of the campus, it is centrally located on the subject property and
therefore many hundreds of feet from the nearest residence. (Exhs. #3 and 4)

14. Lighting will be operated by photo sensors and of the type indicated in Exhs. #1, 2 and 5 -
8. (application)

Act 250 Criterion 6 - Capacity of educational services.
15. The proposed project will not add any additional students to the school district. (Brent Kay,
Superintendent)

Act 250 Criterion 7 - Capacity of municipal services.
16. The subject property is outside of the Randolph Police District therefore this service is not
provided by the municipality. (Randolph Municipal Records)
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17.  The subject property is in the Randolph Center Fire District. The Randolph Center Fire
Department has the capacity to provide fire protection to the subject property without
undue burdens. (Albert Floyd, Randolph Center Fire District Chief)

18. The subject property takes access from a town highway The Randolph Highway
Department has the capacity to provide the proposed project with road maintenance
without undue burdens. (Robert Runnals, Randolph Highway Supervisor)

19.  The subject property is served by the Randolph Sewer District. The proposed project will
not require any additional sewer allocation. (Mardee Sanchez, Town Engineer)

Act 250 Criterion — Compliance with Town Plan.
20. The SHAPE facility application for a land use permit satisfied Criterion 10 and the proposed
project is incidental to SHAPE facility use. (application)

V. CONCLUSIONS

Based on the foregoing Findings of Fact, it is the conclusion of the Board that the project
described in the application referred to above and including the Applicant’'s representations at
the public hearing, if completed and maintained in conformance with all of the terms and
conditions of that application and as required below, will meet the following criteria:

1. Act 250 Criteria2
A.  The proposed project will not cause an unreasonable burden on the ability of the Town
of Randolph to provide educational services (criterion 6).

B.  The proposed project will not cause an unreasonable burden on the ability of the Town
of Randolph to provide municipal or governmental services (criterion 7).

C. The proposed project is not in non-compliance with the Randolph Town Plan which was
adopted in accordance with 24 VSA ch. 117 on December 21, 2004 (criterion 10).

2. Site Plan Criteria
A, The proposed use, design and layout meets the provisions of the zoning ordinance,
other regulations and ordinances of the Town and the Town Plan.

B.  The proposed use, design and layout is of such a location and in such a size and
character that it will be in harmony with the appropriate and orderly development of
the surrounding area.

C. The proposed use and layout is of such a nature that it will not make vehicular or
pedestrian traffic hazardous when considering turning movements, relationship to
intersections, sight distances, location and access of off-street parking, pedestrian traffic
and pedestrian-vehicular contact points.

D. The proposed height and location of buildings, walls, fences, parking, loading and
landscaping will not interfere with or discourage the appropriate development in
adjacent land or unreasonably affect its use.

2 This conclusion/decision regarding local Act 250 review is a rebuttable presumption under the
provisions of 10 VSA Ch. 151 and this presumption may be overcome in proceedings under 10 VSA
Ch. 151
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VI. DECISION?®

Based upon the foregoing Findings of Facts and Conclusions, approval is hereby granted/not
granted for the site plan as applied for in zoning permit application #Z08-95 and including the
evidence and testimony entered into the record as Findings of Fact. Such approval is granted
with the following conditions:

1. Construction shall be as shown on Exhibit #1.

2. All landscaping shown on Exhibits #1 and 9 shall be maintained in a healthy, living
condition.

3. Snow from parking areas must not be plowed onto public highways, adjoining streams or
waterways, or onto abutting properties. Snow must be plowed elsewhere on the subject
property or removed.

4. The subject property shall have adequate entrance and exit for emergency vehicles at all
times.

5. Any significant modifications to the approved site plan shall require re-approval by the
Board pursuant to the regulations in effect at the time of re-application.
